How does it work?

The Parisian Peel process uses a jet of fine, inert crystals to exfoliate the skin, removing layers of dead skin cells in a precise and controlled manner. As we age, the outermost layer of our skin, the epidermis, becomes thicker and more uneven. This results in dull, leathery looking skin over time. By exfoliating the skin in a controlled manner, the epidermis becomes smoother and more compact, resulting in healthier, more vibrant looking skin. 

Do I need to do anything before a Parisian Peel treatment?

Tanning does not affect the Parisian Peel process. The face, however, should be free of any makeup or heavy or scented creams prior to treatment. Exfoliating creams, such as Retinoic or glycolic acid, should be discontinued for about 2 days prior as well. 

How long does it take?

The procedure itself takes about 20 minutes for a full face treatment, but times can vary according to the size of the areas being treated. Doing a full face and neck, for example, can take up to 45 minutes. 

What will I feel?

Most people describe the sensation as a gentle scratching feeling, as if a cat were licking their skin. It is not painful and the skin generally feels softer and smoother after each treatment. 

Is it safe?

Microdermabrasion is very safe for all skin types and virtually risk free. Some mild redness may be seen immediately after each treatment, but usually resolves within hours. 

How many treatments are required?

The treatment results are often very subtle. On average, 4 to 6 treatments may be required in order to achieve the desired results. Some people require more treatments due to the condition of their skin. Touch up treatments may also be required from time to time.

How long do the results last?

Results are variable. The improvement is generally permanent, however it does not reverse the ageing process. How long the effect lasts for generally depends on how you care for your skin between treatments. With proper skin care, such as the Dr. Obagi system, the effect may last months to years.
